The aim is to organise a large number of dialogues, particularly near the Russian border and in the Åland Islands where people can engage in diverse conversations, hear each other's views, lower the barriers between different perceptions, gain new insights, share observations and build mutual trust.
Conversations can be organised to last 1.5 or 2 or 3 hours, either face-to-face or remotely.
